TSW look into the movement of shadows caused by the sun’s apparent movement in the sky. (1) Mark the shadow of a stationary object outside and wait 10 minutes and mark it again. (2) Then predict how the shadow might change and mark the shadow again after another 10 minutes. (3) Discuss reasons why the shadow changed by relating their experiences from the previous lessons. (4) Design a way to keep a permanent record of the changing shadows caused by the sun’s light and are introduced to a tracking board for collecting outdoor shadow data.
